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1. Presentation of each association

ZKPS/ Slovenia
· Active members: 50% of the members. Membership fee: 50 €/year
· Conferences with speakers, lectures, round tables, members’ meetings, Presentations of business activities of our members, visits of students of social academy to companies,  spiritual sessions before Eastern and Christmas (2).
· Attendance at conferences and participation at events organised by other associations 
· Foundation of 2 regional ZKPS satelite organisations. 
· Publication in media. Better cooperation with media (newspapers, catholic TV, catholic radio…)
· Links to other civil societies of businessmen (ie.Managers associations,…), active participation in civil society initiatives.
· Dialogue with the Slovenian Bishops' Conference on potential new entreprise CSR models.
*VENITE/ Slovaquia

· 30 to 40 members

· Spiritual program

· Meeting for young people from families of entrepreneurs

· Work on “Caritas in Veritate” topics by topics.

*ADIC/ Belgium

· One of the founding association of Uniapac in the late 70’s: The number of members has decreased from 800 to 250 members now.

· 20 teams gathering every month, which are active with 20 years of experience.

· Challenge: to open the association to young people and new members

· Xavier Deleval has been appointed new President in May 2010/ Ambition to attract new and young members, to connect with younger people, to share experiences with young entrepreneurs, try to associate the young with conferences.

· Average age now is 60’s, retiring people.

*EDC/ France

·  2000 members/ 220 teams’ meeting each month.

· Publication of a book last year: “Pour un capitalisme plus humain” written by a journalist Michel Cool interviewing entrepreneurs from Les EDC (Editor Albin Michel).

· “Caritas in Veritate” is studied chapter by chapter: Now work on the chapter on Migration linked to the last Semaines Sociales event on this subject.

· Goals: To promote ideas, to be better known: 40 meetings in France, 200 attendants with persons from outside Les EDC as well.

· Assises every two years. In 2010 it took place in Bezançon: success in term of number of attendants  (more than 1100). Election of the new President Robert Leblanc since the Assises.

· 3 actions for the future:

1) Continue developing training as initiated by Pierre Lecocq 6 years ago.

2) Being present in the newspapers  (Le Figaro, les Echos, Le Monde…)

3) Within the next 4 years, to increase by 50% the number of members, which is ambitious.

4) During the last 5 years the number has remained the same. Now members are more active, stable age.

5) Next Assises in Lyon in March 2012 welcoming UNIAPAC.

*ACEGE/ Portugal

Crisis with 3 types of problems:

· The companies stop sponsoring.

· CSR: the small companies are not receptive, they are in period of survival. The larger companies tend to place CSR on the side of the cost and not in term of profit.

· In 2010, there are 1100 members, age of  40’s, 15 branches all over the country.

· Capital risk Fund to support projects and unemployment.

· 2011: Spiritual formation, ethics. Retreats for Easter, pilgrimage, personal orientation.

· Remaining project of restructuring the Church in Portugal.

· Campaign on Bankrupt payment/ Role of Christian managers in time of crisis.

* BKU / Germany
· Born in 1949 after the war/ Mobilization of people to rebuild the country. Close to Netherlands.  Christian values, Role in politics.

· 1250 members, personal membership/ Fee: one euro a day (365 /year).

· Various working committees, spiritual programs with professionals of Catholic Church Teaching, economists and academics. Spiritual adviser in each group (50 to 60 persons).

· Once a month, round table/Conferences with speakers.

· Once a year, a general annual event with universities, regional conferences…

· Representation in the Bishops’ conference. 

· Renew the social market economy in time of globalization/ How can we reform the economic order keeping our Christian values?

* KERME/ Hungaria

· Born 3 years ago, 60 members, not all of them are paying.

· Not open to everybody, people have to recommend you as they want real motivation / Open to entrepreneurs, international organizations, managers,.

· Social crisis, political change: growing influence, members of the association are working for the government which gives a wider access to the society. Social actions: unemployed people and help for the gypsies who are at the edge of the society.

· Every year: auction whose benefits are going to the association.

· 2011: Meeting 10 times a year on the third Wednesday of the month except during the summer holidays. Work on the “Profit of Values, core subject.

· Pilgrimage twice a year.
· Active role to shape the society through the members.

· Publication soon of “P of V”.

*PAChE / Poland
· Plane crash in April 2010 that killed the President Lech Kaczynski, his wife and dozens of the nationals top political and military leaders: Spiritual event for all the country. Members of Association participated in action to protect the cross commemorating the Smolensk victims. Christians who were keeping the watch near this cross were attacked by Satanists. They were beaten and offended (by spiting on them). One of believers died after he was kicked in the chest. 

· Monthly meetings of Association members.

· Weekly service in Center for Christian Entrepreneurship - advisory services for persons creating new business and for unemployed people

· Political crisis in Poland with a strong fight between two parties. Difficult political and religious situation in Poland. The example can be the attack of official mass media, government and political officials on Radio Maria. This conservative, anti-post-Communist 
and a pro-life Roman Catholic radio station and media group was founded in 1991. Now belongs to Roman Catholic Church.  It is describing itself as patriotic therefore there are some political forces interested in the destruction of this Radio. 

· The Christian society in Poland is divided. In official mass media there are some slogans distributed. One is about “Polish-Polish War” and another is about two churches in Poland - one is Torun Church (city where Radio Maria is placed, and another is  Krakow Church. It is said that Polish Bishops are divided because some of them support Radio Maria and some of them do not. In fact the situation is even more complex. 

· In 2011 PAChE will have new office in Cracow.

· General assembly of PAChE will take place in May 2011.  

· The Profit of Value document will be presented to selected Polish Bishops as one of the alternative methods of evaluation of current economical situation in Poland.

· Reference on a book of a German man on mafia and corruption. The name of the writer is Jurgen Roth. The name of the book is:  Europa Mafii (Mafia’s Europe). The association is looking for international supporters for verification of issues described in this book and their influence on the situation of Christian Entrepreneurship in Europe.

*UCID/ Italy

· 70 regional meetings, 92 local associations, monthly meeting, spiritual time, subsidiarity.

· Work with the Bishops’ conference and national entrepreneurs’ associations

· Meeting with the Italian Business association about the encyclical, contacts with the Vatican.

· Scientific and Technical Committee with leading personalities who are not members of UCID. People outside UCID are invited.

· Consortium (20) to start CSR in Genova/ the idea is to give courses for young and professionals about CSR on a practical level.

· Federal association: 3000 members, 320 members are young members.

· Profile: professionals: lawyers, not only managers and entrepreneurs.

· Work on “Caritas in Veritate”.

*VNO-NCW/ The Netherlands
· In 1997: Merge of 2 associations VNO (neutral) and NCW (Christian). 

· Last step: in 2009 structural cooperation with MKB-Nederland, organization for small and medium size companies (two organizations, one staff and board of directors). 
· Lobbying organization, no personal membership. But the regional organization has personal membership. 
· One department "Reflection & Entrepreneurship", Topics: CSR and spirituality   

· Organization of seminars, retreats.  Feb 2011: Annual reflection conference (Bilderberg). Subject “New responsibilities of entrepreneurs”. 
· Uncertain Political and economical situation in the Netherlands. Since October 2010 new centre-right cabinet (liberals and Christian democrats), supported by nationalistic Party for Freedom (PVV). 
· Younger generation: it is more and more important to try to know what they are thinking.
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
